2. Dirill two pilot holes for the two 4 by 16 mm (0.15 by 0.63-inch) self-tapping screws and one 0.55-inch wire
routing hole.

3. Feed the wires through the foam pad and wire routing hole and mount the scene light with the supplied self-
tapping screws.

4. Mount the snap-on bezel onto the scene light.
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
